
TOURNAMENT RULES 
 

1. Conditions of Play 

i. The event will be an individual amateur 18 hole stableford event to be played at Oake Manor Golf 

Club, Somerset  on Wednesday 26th May 2010 

ii. Amateurs will be paired with the leading 40 Professionals from the previous days play. This will be 

drawn in reverse handicap order. Amateurs will not be able to choose their Professional partner.  

iii. The amateur field will comprise of a maximum of 80 players including 5 sponsors invitations 

iv. In the event of the maximum number of amateur entries being exceeded, players will be balloted 

based on the lowest actual handicap. The Tournament Director’s decision will be final. 

v. In the advent of adverse weather conditions, a proportion of the amateur entry fee will only be 

refunded if fewer than 9 holes are completed by the field. 

2. Eligibility for Entry 

i. The event will be open to all amateur golfers over the age of 16 on Wednesday 25th May 2010 

who are a member of a golf club and have a CONGU handicap of less than 20. 

ii. Handicap certificates will need to be provided on the day to the tournament staff to be eligible to 

win a prize. 

3. Entry Fees 

i. The amateur entry fee will be £45 (Forty Five Pounds). 

ii. Entry fees will be discounted to £30 (Thirty Pounds) for entries received by the PGA West 

Region before 5pm on 28th February 2010. 

iii. Entries will be accepted by Credit card and Cheque. Cheques should be made payable to the PGA 

West Region.

i. This will be published by email to all amateur competitors on Tuesday 18th May 2010 

5. Amateur Prizes (Estimated –on full entry)
